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In terms of Sub-Section (4) of Section 107 read with Sub-Section (5) and (6) of Section 11 ibid,
no seat shall be reserved for Schedule Tribes and for women belonging to Scheduled Tribes as their
population is less than half the proportionate population required to fill one seat.
