A. (i)  Willing candidate in the first instance should register his/her application 
through internet at the URL http://ls.and.nic.in/rec by entering all relevant 
particulars as sought for in the prescribed form vide item No. 01 to 21 and 
take out (down load) a copy of the Application form.  Thereafter (a) put 
his/her left hand thumb impression in the box provided and paste a copy of 
his/her recent passport size photograph at the right hand top in the 
Application form. (b) Send/submit his filled in Application form along with 
all necessary documents addressed to the “Deputy Secretary (Personnel) 
Secretariat Port Blair by post or  in person. 

(ii) The Departmental candidates must submit their application duly filled in all 
respect supporting with all necessary documents as asked for through proper 
channel only. Applications sent/submit directly from such candidates will 
summarily be rejected without intimation. 

 

(iii) The candidates other than departmental candidates duly registered his/her 
name in Local Employment Exchange as a un-employed must enter his 
registration number at the appropriate box of the Application Form  and 
submit their  application duly filled in all respect supporting with all 
necessary documents as asked for. 

 

(iv)  Online registration of application for the aspirant/willing candidates from 
Nicobar district only are however be not mandatory.  The  candidates of 
Nicobar group of islands have another option to submit their 
application/register their candidature duly filled in, in all respect supporting

  There will be a single paper for all the four subjects having 
“Objective-Multiple-Choice-Type” Questions and candidates will be 
required to qualify in each of the four subjects separately. The Andaman and 
Nicobar Administration will have full discretion to fix the minimum 
qualifying marks in either or all the subjects. The question papers in respect 
of subject at Sl. No. (i), (iii) & (iv) above will be set in English & Hindi. Only 
such candidates, who attain in each of the four subjects of the Written 
Examination, a minimum standard as may be fixed by the A & N 
Administration in their discretion, will be eligible to take the  Skill Test in 
Shorthand and speed in Typewriting (Part-II of the Examination) 
 

    SYLLABUS:  
 

(i) General Intelligence: It would include questions of both verbal 
and Non-verbal type. The test will include questions on analogies, 
similarities and difference, space visualization, problem solving 
analysis, judgment, decision making, visual memory, 
discrimination, observation, relationship concepts, arithmetical 
reasoning, verbal and figure classification, arithmetical number 
series, non-verbal series etc. The test will also include questions 
designed to test the candidate’s abilities to deal with abstract 
ideas and symbols and their relationship, and other analytical 
functions.  

 

(ii) English Language: - Questions in this test will set to assess the   
knowledge of English Language, its vocabulary, grammar, 
sentence structure, synonyms, antonyms etc. There will also be 
questions on comprehension of a passage.  
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(iii) General Awareness: - Questions will be designed to test the ability 
of the candidates, general awareness of the environment around 
him and      its application to society. Questions will also be 
designed to test the knowledge of current events, 
observation/experienced and elementary knowledge of 
computers. The test will also include questions relating to India 
and its neighboring Countries especially pertaining to History, 
Culture, Geography, Economic, Science, General Politic and 
Scientific research. 

 

(iv) Numerical Aptitude: - Questions will be designed to test the 
ability of arithmetical computation of whole numbers, decimals 
and fraction and relationship between numbers. This test will also 
includes question  on problems relating to percentage, ratio and 
proportion, average estimation, use of table and graphs, 
mensuration,  time and distance, ratio and time  etc. etc. 

 

Part-II: Skill Test in Short- hand and Speed test in Typewriting. 
 

The candidates qualifying in Part-1 (written test) of the Examination 
would be required to qualify the Skill Test with a speed of 80 words per minute 
in Shorthand and 45 words per minute in Typewriting on Computer machine 
(45 w.p.m. correspond to 13500 KDPH on an average of 5 key depression for 
each word) for becoming eligible for appointment to the post.  

 

 The Typewriting test will consist of one paper on running matter of 10 
minutes duration only. 

 
 

9.   Selection of Candidates:-  
 

(a)  Selection for appointment to the post of Stenographer (OG) will be 
made on the basis of marks secured in the written examination subject to 
the candidates qualifying in the shorthand and Typewriting Test at the 
prescribed speed. 
 

(b)  Provided that, candidates belonging to the respective reserved category 
such as Schedule Tribes or Other Backward Class may, to the extent the 
number of vacancies reserved for them cannot be filled on the basis of 
general standards, be recommended at relaxed standards to make up for the 
deficiency in the reserved quota subject to fitness of such candidates for 
selection irrespective of their ranks in the order of merit.
